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There were totally 83 awardees from secondary schools,
primary schools, kindergartens and special schools in the
Student of the Year Award. Moreover, 25 students that
performed commendably in the HKDSE were given the HKDSE
Outstanding Award, with 16 of the recipients achieving Level 5*
or 5** or above in 4 or more subjects.

The Student of the Year Award was established in 1980 at the
aim of recognising students’ outstanding academic and moral
performance. There were over 2,200 students from TWGHSs
attended HKDSE this year. Over 70% of students achieved
Level 2 or above in five subjects and over 40% students get the
minimum University qualification for JUPAS.
